If you
are visiting with us, you are our honored guest and hope you will come again.

Hunting for What Matters Most

Several among us are avid duck hunters. We invest a great
deal of time, energy, and money into the pursuit. We study the
weather, scout the fields and sloughs, set decoys before
daylight, and endure cold, wind, and long hours of waiting. And
vet, the results are often disappointing. Occasionally there is a
good day when things seem to come together just right, but
more often the hunt ends with tired hunters and little to show
for our efforts. Still, we keep going back, hoping the next trip
will be better.

There’s a potential spiritual lesson in that. Jesus said,
“The Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was
lost” (Luke 19:10). If we follow Him, we must be engaged in
the same work - the same ‘hunt’, if you will. Seeking souls
takes time, effort, patience, and persistence. We teach, invite,
answer questions, and sometimes face rejection. And like
hunting, the results can be discouraging. Jesus warned that
“few” would find the narrow way (Matthew 7:13-14).

But we do not quit. Why? Because souls matter. "What
shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose
his own soul?” (Mark 8:36). Paul said he labored that he might
“by all means save some” (1 Corinthians 9:22). Notice that
word “some.” Paul understood that not all would respond, but
even one soul made the effort worthwhile.
