If you 

are visiting with us, you are our honored guest and hope you will come again. 

Blessed More Than We Realize 

The recent ice storm caught many folks off guard. Power 

outages, slick roads, and cold homes quickly reminded us how much 

we depend on everyday comforts. Things we usually never think 
about—electricity, heat, running water—suddenly mattered a great 

deal. When those things were taken away, even briefly, we were 

reminded of how blessed we truly are.  
Most of us live with a level of comfort that people in earlier 

times never knew. We enjoy warm homes in winter, cool air in 

summer, full grocery stores, and reliable transportation. Even King 

Solomon, whose wealth was famous (1 Kings 10:4–7), never 
experienced the conveniences we take for granted. Jesus said 

Solomon’s glory was unmatched in his day (Matthew 6:29), yet 

Solomon never flipped a light switch or turned on a heater. What we 
consider ―normal‖ would have looked like unbelievable luxury to him.  

As wonderful as our physical blessings are, they are not the 

greatest blessings we have. In Christ, we possess far more than 
comfort and convenience. We have forgiveness of sins (Ephesians 

1:7), peace with God (Romans 5:1), hope beyond this life (1 Peter 

1:3–4), and a kingdom that cannot be shaken (Hebrews 12:28). 

Storms may come and comforts may fail, but these blessings remain.  
Perhaps the ice storm served as a gentle reminder. We are 

richly blessed in this life—but even more so in Christ. May we learn to 

be thankful for both, and especially for the spiritual riches that will 
never fade (2 Corinthians 4:16–18).
